Once again the students in 4th -8th grade will have the opportunity to 
compete in the National Geographic Geography Bee.   Classroom 
preliminary competitions will be held between November 28th and 

December 2nd.  The school wide final competition will be held at 8:00am on December 
6th.  The winner of the school competition will take a state eligibility test on December 
13th.  
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Students who reach the State (held in April) and National (held in May) level can be 
awarded college scholarships. Those that have been successful state and national 
champions have put together a few hints to help others become successful 
geographers.   They are available in two books published through the National 
Geographic Society.   If your student is truly interested in competing on a state or 
National level we encourage you to visit www.nationalgeographic.com  to order study 
material, have access to maps and play games geared to help prepare for the bee.
